Amendment Number  1 

Paragraph 13.2 Starting Procedure

Add the following sentence “The Race Committee boat at the starboard end of the line shall be left to starboard and the start mark at the port end of the line shall be left to port.”

Paragraph 13.4 Starting Procedure

Delete and replace with “The Race Committee may position a mark between 1 and 2 n.m. from the starting line in the direction and distance indicated with numbers on a board from the Race Committee boat. Prior to the warning signal, the Race Committee will display a red flag if the mark is to be left to port or a green flag if the mark is to be left to starboard. If the Race Committee elects to use a gate rather than a single mark, the Race Committee will display a green flag over a red flag to signal that the gate is part of the course. An announcement may also be made on VHF 69.”
